LETTER AGREEMENT

Barton Springs Edwards Aquifer Conservation District (“BSEACD”) has requested

Magellan Pipeline Company, L.P. (“Magellan”), to assist in the installation of two
hydrocarbon detection monitoring wells to be located within the Barton Springs-Edwards
Aquifer hydrologic zone. This Letter Agreement sets forth the terms and conditions under

which both BSEACD and Magellan agree to participate in the installation, maintenance
and operation of the monitoring wells.

1.

Monitoring Well Installation.

Magellan shall enter into and administer a well installation contract with a third
party driller to install two monitoring wells, which will be completed to depths
sufficient for collection of representative samples of Edwards Aquifer groundwater
(not to exceed 600 feet depth) and with each well at a location to be jointly agreed
upon by BSEACD and Magellan. The monitoring wells shall be built to BSEACD
design and specifications, attached hereto as Exhibit “A”. BSEACD shall be the
sole owner of the monitoring wells, subject to the terms of an easement obtained
under Section 3 below, and shall be solely responsible for any subsequent well
maintenance and operation, including well closure and/or abandonment. The time

line for the installation of the wells shall be mutually acceptable to both BSEACD
and Magellan.
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2.

Expense Contribution.

Magellan shall (i) be solely responsible for the third party costs for the well
installations as set forth above in Section I, (ii) make a yearly contribution in the
amount of Twelve Hundred Dollars ($1200.00) to BSEACD to support the well
testing program, (iii) acquire and furnish to BSEACD for its exclusive use a new
portable pump, generator, and pump-support and power cabling for groundwater
sampling of the monitoring wells and (iv) shall sponsor at its sole cost a one day
hydrocarbon sample collection training event for the BSEACD staff. The yearly
contribution shall be made upon the date of the first well installation and upon each
anniversary thereafter, and shall terminate at such time that the pipeline is removed
from service. Magellan shall have no other ongoing obligations, responsibility or
liability for the installation, testing, maintenance, operation or abandonment for the
two monitoring wells. Nor shall Magellan have any ongoing obligations,
responsibility or liability for maintenance, operation or replacement of the portable
pump, generator, and accessories provided for groundwater sampling.

. Easement Acquisition.

Magellan will assist BSEACD in the negotiation and acquisition of the easement
for the well locations, including paying for survey costs if required. BSEACD shall
approve the terms and conditions of the easements and shall be solely responsible
for the payment of any easement fees. The time line for the acquisition of the
easement shall be mutually acceptable to both BSEACD and Magellan.

Monitoring Program.

BSEACD, at its sole cost, except for the $1,200 contributed by Magellan as
required above as an agreed offset for a portion of monitoring costs, shall conduct
an annual monitoring well sample program that shall include at a minimum the
following elements:

a. Water samples shall be analyzed for TPH (Method TX1005) and BTEX
(Method 8260).

b. BSEACD will request the selected analytical laboratory to e-mail all
monitoring well sample results directly to Magellan. Should the selected
analytical laboratory not have the capability to electronically submit the
sample results to Magellan, BSEACD will provide the sample results to
Magellan within 10 days of receipt by BSEACD.

¢. BSEACD will notify Magellan within 24 hours of BSEACD’s receipt of
test results of any hydrocarbon detections discovered through the
monitoring well testing program. In the event that a sample shows the
presence of hydrocarbon, Magellan may at its own expense arrange for the
well(s) to be sampled and tested by a third party which at a minimum shall
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5.

be tested for TPH (Method TX1005), BTEX (Method 8260) and SVOCs.
BSEACD may resample or request split samples at its own expense.

Indemnification.

Magellan shall assume no liability arising out of or in regards to BSEACD’s
ownership, possession, operation, or use of the monitoring wells and BSEACD
acknowledges and agrees that BSEACD shall retain and remain solely liable in all
respects for any and all such liabilities and, to extent permitted by the Constitution
and laws of the State of Texas, shall indemnify, defend and hold Magellan and its
parent, affiliates, employees, officers and members harmless from and against any
claims arising out of BSEACD’s ownership, possession, operation, or use of the

monitoring wells except to such extent that such liability is the result of Magellan’s
negligence.

Magellan shall indemnify, defend and hold BSEACD harmless from and against
any claims arising out of the installation of the monitoring wells except to such
extent that such liability is the result of BSEACD’s negligence.

Re: Alternate Water Supply Stakeholder Advisory Committee: Summary of
Feedback and Staff Recommendation

SUMMARY OF FEEDBACK

The District formed an ad hoc Stakeholder Advisory Committee (SAC) to help guide
policy, research, and management decisions concerning alternate water supplies within
the District. This SAC evaluated staff-identified alternate water supply options through
two on-line questionnaires and one meeting. The members helped review, refine, and
add to staff-suggested strategies and helped systematically prioritize and comment on
those strategies. (A summary of the feedback is enclosed)

In response to the first survey question, stakeholders identified “lessening the strain on
the Edwards water supply” as the primary objective for the District's pursuit of alternate
water supplies. SAC comments were that the current permittees and groundwater users
provide District funding and therefore deserve to benefit most from District investments.
“Providing water supplies for additional regional growth” was considered a secondary
objective. SAC comments pointed out that current permittees’ and groundwater users’
funds should not be used solely to benefit new permittees.

From the strategy-ranking exercise in the survey, the highest ranked strategies for pursuit
of alternate water supplies that emerged were: 1) Developing the science required for
alternate water supply feasibility studies; and 2) Encouraging conservation and use of
other alternate water supplies (reuse, graywater, rainwater, AC condensate, etc.).
Developing new larger-scale water supplies and then becoming a water purveyor was

largely considered not appropriate or low priority. SAC comments identified purveyor
and/or broker status as a conflict of interest.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:

Stakeholder input and feedback on alternate water supply strategies validate current
programming efforts and are consistent with current management plan objectives such as:

Objective 5. Extend current groundwater supplies by encouraging supply-side and
demand-side improvements; and

Objective 6. Increase understanding of all District aquifers so that appropriate policy
and regulatory decisions are made.

On the basis of SAC input and feedback, the staff recommends continuing efforts to
develop science for alternate water supply feasibility studies and continuing public
information and education programs supporting the use of alternate water supplies.

Re: Nonexempt Domestic Use (NDU) Well with Proposed Non-Domestic Use

Background:

A unique situation has developed regarding a NDU well located at 2050 Cole Springs
Road with proposed public water supply use (see attached map). The property was
originally part of a larger track in which two existing homes were supplied by a
single exempt well. The property was then carved out of the original tract and at
some point became a foreclosure and therefore bank owned. In May 2012, District
staff was contacted by a local realtor about drilling a well on the property to
facilitate the sale. District staff communicated to both the bank and the realtor that,
considering the circumstances, a NDU drilling authorization would be granted but
permitted for zero pumpage to compel the new owners to submit a change of
ownership and submit the necessary information to determine an annual permitted
volume specific to their projected demands. It was requested that all this
information be made clear to any prospective buyers.

The property sat on the market for approximately seven months, but once District
staff was made aware that the property was sold, the bank and realtor were
immediately contacted to reiterate the conditions of the permit and to inquire if
anyone informed the new owners of the conditions and requirements. Staff was
then informed that the listing was moved and two other agents handled the
transaction.

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Unfortunately, none of the information was conveyed to the new realtors or buyer,
Mr. and Mrs. Foster, who purchased the property with the intent of starting a
Montessori school. This usage would be classified as public water supply and no
longer eligible under the NDU permit. Further, the individual permitting options
remaining given the change in use type are limited to: 1) permitting the well under
an Edwards Class C Conditional permit with an alternative water supply

requirement or 2) drilling a new Trinity well on the property at substantial cost to
the new owner.

District staff has been in communication with Mr. and Mrs. Foster, the property
owners, to discuss permitting options. Complicating the situation even further is
the fact that the Foster's need to submit a comprehensive water plan to finalize their
financing and to acquire a loan for opening the school.

Recommendation:

Staff has suggested that the best path forward might be accomplished via an
enforcement order that would involve a compliance schedule with interim pumpage
authorization. The compliance schedule could also serve as a component of the
water plan while also providing time to implement the necessary measures to
operate the exiting well within the District’s current rules and conditional
permitting requirements.

Therefore, staff recommends direction from the Board to work with the well owner
on developing the components of an enforcement order with interim pumping
authorization and a compliance schedule that would be brought to the Board for
approval at a future Board meeting.
