I would like to request permission to travel to Malaga, Spain to attend the 5" International
Symposium on Karst from October 13 through 16, 2014. The Disttict has established a
relationship with the Center for Hydrogeological Studies at the University of Malaga and its
director, Dr. Bartolome Andteo. One of Dr. Andreo’s students (Alan Andrews) worked
with the District for a summer study program in 2012 and is now employed by the District.
I am serving on the scientific advisory committee for this symposium and have reviewed
papers that will be presented at the symposium, and I have had a paper accepted for the
symposium which will be published as a chapter in a peer-reviewed book. Some of the
topics to be covered at the symposium are protection of water resoutces in karst, karst
ecosystems, importance of groundwater in the environment, and innovative methods in
karst investigations. Many of the top karst researchers in the wotld will be attending the
symposium. I attended the 4" International Symposium on Karst in Malaga in 2010 and
found that the interaction with such a group of karst experts to be vety beneficial to the
karst studies we do at the District. The part of Spain where the symposium will be held has
a number of karst aquifers that are being overexploited. Desalination of seawater and saline
groundwater 1s a key part of their current water supplies.

Costs for this trip would be similar to costs for week-long training seminars that District
staff periodically attend. Funds ate available in the Aquifer Science Team budget for

conferences and professional development. Anticipated costs for attending the symposium
are listed below:

Conference Registration: $400
Hotel (~$120/night): $720
Perdiem ($50/day): $300
Airfare: ~$1,200

Total estimated cost: $2,620

Re: Edits to the “Review” Draft HCP

At the regular Board meeting on March 13, 2014, the Board 1) convened the Management
Advisory Committee (MAC) to begin review of the “review” draft of the HCP, and 2) directed
staff to schedule individual meetings with Directors to review their respective comments.

At the regular Board meetings on April 24" and May 8", the Board had opportunity to review
the suggested changes in response to Directors’ individual comments and agreed to discuss in a
future Board meeting a narrow set of comments that, in the staff’s opinion, may possibly
represent significant changes or assertions with policy implications. District staff has also

continued to consult with the District’s attorney, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (Service), and
other consultants on the review Draft HCP.

The product of all of these meetings and consultations was recommended revisions to address:

1) issues identified in individual Directors’ comments (see summary of specific edits
responsive to substantive Directors’ comments requiring full Board approval
attached. The pdf of the draft HCP with highlighted sections will also be emailed
separately).

2) Clarification that the plan was a regular rather than “regional” HCP, and

3) The need for additional mitigation measures in response to informal comments from
the Service (see list of potential revised/additional mitigations measures attached)

Board Consideration: Staff and the HCP consulting team are requesting direction from the
Board on making this set of revisions to the HCP. If acceptable to the Board, the approved
changes will be incorporated into the text, and the new draft will be the base document for

incorporating additional suggested edits in response to MAC comments for Board consideration
at a future Board meeting.

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INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT
GROUNDWATER MANAGEMENT AREA 9

Original Adoption September 20, 2006
Amended XXXXKXXXX

This Interlocal Agreement (Agreement) is entered into between the undersigned
Groundwater Conservation Districts (Participating Districts) to create the Groundwater
Management Area 9 Planning Committee (Committee) for purposes of Joint Planning within

Groundwater Management Area 9 (GMA-9) in accordance with Chapter 36.108 of the Texas
Water Code.

Each Participating District shall, by Board Resolution, adopt this Agreement and forward
a copy of the signed resolution to the Committee.

By execution of this Agreement, the Participating Districts agree to comply with and
abide by this Agreement.

SECTION ONE
PARTICIPATION IN JOINT GROUNDWATER MANAGEMENT PLANNING

1.01  Each Participating District shall be represented by one voting Member on the
Committee. This Member shall be either the District Board President or the
Board President's Designated Representative. If the Board President appoints a
Designated Representative, evidence of the appointment shall be required either
by letter from the President or by copy of the minutes of the Board Meeting at
which the President makes the appointment. The President’s Designated
Representative serves at the pleasure of the President and may be changed
whenever the President makes a new appointment. If a District changes
Presidents, the District shall notify the Committee within 30 days of the change.

+0+1.02 The Committee may offer the County Commissioner(s) of any county area
not currently served or represented by a Participating District to appoint a County
Representative to sit on the GMA-9 Committee in a non-voting capacity. This
County Representative will serve at the pleasure of the appointing County
Commissioner(s). Such appointments or any changes in appointments must be

made in writing to the Chairman of GMA 9 or by the appointing Commissioner in
person at a GMA-9 Meeting.

1.03 The Committee shall meet at least annually to conduct joint planning and to
review the groundwater management plans and accomplishments for GMA-9.
The Committee shall organize itself and its meetings and activities to the extent

necessary to help ensure the orderly and successful completion of the
requirements of Chapter 36.108.

1621.04 The Committee may elect Officers to provide for the orderly conduct of
GMA-9 meetings, business, and technical or administrative projects. These
