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Staff Responses to Certain Comments on Proposed Rules

Comment Topic No. 1: Using actual pumpage when considering approval of UDCPs.

Rule: Rule 3-1.6.A(12)(d)

Staff Response: Comments were received suggesting that use of actual pumpage as a
consideration when acting on new permits could affect aquifer conditions during drought if
pumpage is increased up to the permitted amount. The new rule is a reflection of the
statutory changes adopted with the passing of SB 737 in last legislative session. SB 737
specified a certain set of factors that a District must consider before acting on permit
applications, which includes consideration of a reasonable estimate of the amount of water
actually being produced as well as amounts to be permitted. As a practical matter, the District
has set a precedent to ensure that new permits are permitted at a rate commensurate with
reasonable non-speculative demand. This round of rulemaking reinforces this practice by
including provision that would allow for “right-sizing” of permits such that they are
commensurate with demand while allowing for certain exceptions. Further, the precedent of
the EDWL and the new rules incorporating the MAG estimates will establish consideration of
the aggregate authorized pumpage relative to the Extreme Drought MAG as the primary
consideration in actions on permits for the Freshwater Edwards Aquifer.

Recommendation: No changes recommended.

Comment Topic No. 2: Rationale used to avoid permit reduction should be clarified.

Rule: Rule 3-1.8.B, 3-1.11, 3-1.13

Staff Response: Comments were received suggesting that the right-sizing provisions should be
clarified to describe what type of rationale would allow a permittee to avoid a reduction in their
permitted volumes. It was also suggested that the potential for reductions might motivate a
permittee to use groundwater even when not needed to avoid being subject to a permit
reduction. Staff agrees with this commentary and has proposed amendments to the rule
language as described in the first addendum that specifies that efforts to conserve water or
improve efficiency would be an acceptable rationale to avoid a permit reduction. Staff has
further recognized that efforts to utilize alternative sources of water in lieu of Edwards Aquifer
groundwater should also be included as acceptable rationale. As such, additional language is
proposed in Addendum No. 2 to recognize those that have developed and are utilizing
alternative water supplies.

Recommendation: Adopt the revised language suggested in Addendum No. 2.

Comment Topic No. 3: Monthly pumping limits on Class C Conditional Permits

Rule: Rule 3-1.24.E, 3-7.6.B(5)
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Staff Response: Comments were received from the District’s sole holder of a Class C
Conditional permit requesting that they be grandfathered and not subject to the monthly
pumping limits being proposed. Staff believes that the requirement to restrict even non-
drought pumping to monthly baseline volumes as specified in the UDCP is consistent with the
overall regulatory approach of the District. That is, pumping within the District should be
permitted to provide for beneficial uses at a reasonable rate that is sufficient to accommodate
non-speculative demand. The monthly pumping limits being proposed provide for withdrawals
during non-drought that reflect the needs of a given demand as determined by the permittee.
Further, staff believes that the monthly pumping limits are needed to discourage any tendency
to accelerate the rate of pumping and the potential to hasten aquifer conditions that would

trigger the onset of drought in anticipation of 100% curtailments that would be triggered with a
drought declaration.

Recommendation: No changes recommended.

Comment Topic No. 4: The District lacks the authority to set a water utility’s rates

Rule: Rule 3-6.1

Staff Response: Several comments were received suggesting that the District lacks the
authority to set or ultimately approve the rate structure of a water utility. The District agrees
with this comment, and the proposed rule dealing with conservation-oriented rate structures
has been re-written in its entirety and then further slightly modified from the previously newly
proposed language to clarify and amplify the District’s requirements in this regard:

The District does not propose to set, require use of, or approve a rate structure of a water-
utility permittee. Under its charge and authority to conserve the groundwater resources of the
District and to implement a drought management program, the District by the newly-revised
proposed rule requires all water utility permittees to provide a certification, within two years
(extendable upon request and Board-approval by six months), and upon each ensuing rate
change thereafter: 1) details of what rate structure has been approved or is proposed for
approval by TCEQ or the administering body of the utility, and 2) a brief narrative describing the
basis on which the utility believes that such a rate structure conserves water.

Generally, a utility has considerable discretion in how it structures its proposed rates, within
some bounds. The District makes an assessment using both the information provided and
accepted standards and guidance as to the degree to which that rate structure may be
considered an effective water conservation-oriented rate structure. The District will not make
an assessment of how a particular rate structure was developed, or whether and how the
utility’s costs are being recovered and its profit, if any, generated. Rather, the District will
consider what aspects of the rate structure are facially not water-conserving and which are
water-conserving, or could be (more) water-conserving if modified. The results of this
assessment are primarily for internal purposes, as specified below, but will be reported to the
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permittee for their possible use in future rate-setting initiatives. While the District hopes that
the utility will do so, there is no obligation on the permittee’s part to use this information or
modify their rate structure to be more conservation-oriented. If the utility can achieve its UDCP
requirements with the existing rate structure, the District’s assessment and recommendations,
if any, are moot. However, if the utility does not achieve its UDCP limitations on water use,
then the District’s assessment will be used as one factor in determining what part of the range
of fines and penalties will be applied in any enforcement action.

So the permittee is not required to have any particular rate that conserves water effectively,
but if it doesn’t and then is not compliant with its UDCP, it is held accountable for not
developing, proposing, and upon approval using a rate structure that could have foreseeably
been more effective in reducing demand. The new rules also allow the Board to except
(exempt) a given water utility from this requirement to provide the certification for good cause

upon request to the Board, either for a particular time period or, likely more rarely,
permanently.

Recommendation: Adopt the revised language suggested in Addendum No. 2.

Comment Topic No. 5: Increased withdrawals under Historical Edwards Production Permits in
exchange for accelerated drought curtailments will hasten onset of drought.

Rule: Rule 3-7.6.B(5)

Staff Response: Comments were received suggesting that allowing increased historical
pumpage in exchange for accelerated drought curtailments may have the effect of hastening
the onset of drought conditions and that such additional withdrawals should be assessed
before approved. The proposed District Rule 3.1.23.A.(2) specifies the TWDB-issued MAG for
the freshwater Edwards (the All-Conditions MAG) that limits the aggregate withdrawals to not
more than 16 cfs during non-drought conditions. The purpose of the All-Conditions DFC and
the corresponding MAG was to set a limit on non-drought pumpage for this very purpose. That
is, to prevent an unacceptable acceleration into a drought-triggering condition while permitting
some additional pumpage when aquifer and springflow conditions are above drought levels.
Although this limit and its applicability to increased withdrawals authorized under this provision

is implied, Staff agrees that the MAG should be more explicitly referenced in the subject rule
section.

Recommendation: Adopt the revised language suggested in Addendum No. 2.

Please find below our comments to the rule changes or additions.

1. Definitions — “Multi-user Well” ~ to avoid confusion with Aggregate Wells we believe the definition
for Multi-user Well should stress that a well owner in this case is not associated with a public water
supply system. (Page 13)

2. 3-1.6. Action on Permits
(4) — the term reasonable, non-speculative demand is broad in scope and should be defined. (Page 40)

3. 3-1.8. Permit Renewal

Dear BSEACD President Stone and BSEACD Directors,

I would like to submit these comments on behalf of the Save Barton Creek Association. The effort being made
towards protecting the Aquifer from depletion during drought is commendable. We encourage the District to
adopt these rules and to continue on this path and to develop the regulatory structure with a goal toward
managing springflow in drought sufficient for protection of the Barton Springs salamanders, and essential
drinking water supplies. The provisions in the proposed rules which govern the reductions of permitted use
during drought; elaborate on the District's evaluation of prospective reasonable and non-speculative use in
permitting; having the flexibility to "right-size" permits; and the option to cancel or reduce permits for non-use
are all regulatory devices that are needed and will be useful tools towards achieving the Desired

Future Conditions. (See PR 3-1.6A(3); 3-1.8B; 3-1.13).

There are a few proposed rules we do have some concern about, specifically: 3-1.6A(12)(d), which allows
actual pumpage to be a consideration in approving the UDCP. If actual pumpage is low when UDCPs

are approved but then permit holders increase pumping up to their permitted amounts without modification to
approved UDCPs, the UDCPs may not match up with actual conditions, in which case the Aquifer would not
respond as expected during drought; and 3-7.6B(5), which allows permittees to pump more when not in drought
in exchange for agreement to curtail sooner during drought. Before this provision is utilized any agreements
need to be studied to ensure the excess pumpage during non-drought will not hasten drought conditions, which
could be a cumulative effect of several large permittees utilizing this provision.

We appreciate the stakeholder dialogue that was undertaken commencing this rule revision process, and look

forward to the continued efforts of the District towards sustainable Aquifer management. Thank you for your
consideration.

Please consider the following comments from Save Our Springs Alliance on the District’s
proposed rule amendments. We initially ask that you leave the record open for an
additional week to accept additional comments from interested members of the public.

These comments follow the proposed amendments in the order of the rules. Thus, they
should not be considered as providing the most important points first.

Overall we recognize a strong and thoughtful effort by the District staff and counsel to
amend the rules based on the adopted and applicable DFCs, on the Modelled Available
Groundwater provided by TWDB, on recent legislation, and on considerable stakeholder
input. We very much appreciate these efforts.

We also state, at the outset, our continued support for raising the trigger levels, especially
for Extreme Drought conditions, reducing total authorized pumping (especially during
droug!t conditions) and providing for i ore aggressive t 1t cost-effective cdditional
conservation mneasures during drought conditions so as to minimize the periods when
Barton Springs flows fall to the 15 cfs or less range. Currently and as proposed these
“emergency” additional measures are optional and undefined.

Specific comments:

1. On Section 3-1.8B and subsequent sections the amendments would authorize the
district to reduce a permit where, for multiple years, actual use is substantially less than
the authorized amount “without any rationale.” This wording must be changed, because
there will always be some kind of rationale. We suggest “without a reasonable basis.’)
““Reasonable basis” shall be determined by the Board.” ™

2. The same language is contained in 3-1.11Q, p. 48.

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3. Section 3-1.13B provides for reducing permitted volume where it is shown that the
permitted volume is no longer commensurate with “reasonable non-speculative demand.”
We very much support the District’s authority and intent to “right size” permits where
appropriate. This section, however, provides that reasonable demand is determined “on
the basis of industry and regional standards for conservation and efficiency.” This
standard is too lenient. Cost-effective conservation and efficiency measures are often
readily at hand even if they have not been adopted by “industry” or by our entire
“region.” We recommend amending this language to read something like “ on the basis
of industry and regional best practices and the availability of cost-effective and reliable
conservation and efficiency measures.”

4. Section 3-1.2B(2)(b) (p. 60) sets out important provisions for reducing pumping from
historic use wells. However, this language is not subject to comprehension and needs to
be rewritten. An accompanying explanatory text may be useful as well.

Section 3-1.23 (p. 62) references the Extreme Drought MAG at ““5.2 cfs on an average
annual basis.” This should be on a monthly basis, not average annual basis. (And, as
previously urged, should be a higher flow to preserve the biological, chemical and
economic integrity of Barton Springs and the Colorado River.

5. In that same section, subsection (2) (p. 63), last line, the mandate to keep pumping
below the MAG limit is qualified by the language “to the extent practicable.” This hedge
language should be removed and compliance with the MAG limited should be required.
Concerning the DFC for the Trinity management zones, 3-1.23D, (pp. 63-64) we remain
concerned that significant drawdown of the Trinity will translate into additional
drawdown of the Edwards. This deserves further attention.

6. We are concerned about the deletion of 3-1.24C(3), p. 66, but do not fully understand
the purpose or effect of this deletion.

7. Similarly, we do not fully understand the intent or effect of the amendments to
Subsection D, p. 66.

8. 530S Alliance very much supports the requirement in 3-6.1 for adoption of
conservation-oriented rate structures. We recognize there will be “learning curve” on this
provision. We are concerned that this section is too vague and that many conservation-
oriented rate structures are not anywhere near steep enough to result in significant water
use reductions.

9. SOS Alliance also supports the proposed Section 3-7.6(B)(4) providing for 50 percent
curtailment during an Emergency Response Period, as measured on a monthly basis.

10.SOS Alliance objects to deleting the 85% curtailment during the Emergency Response
Period for non-potable historic users. While some additional flexibility may be
appropriate, by definition the period constitutes an “emergency” and non-essential water
uses should be prohibited to the greatest extent possible.



11. We are still trying to fully understand and evaluate the “Alternative Curtailment
Schedule” proposed for Rule 3-7.6B(5) on p. 91.

Thank you for considering these comments. As requested at the outset, please extend the
comment period for at least an additional one week to allow for further written comments

from interested persons.
