CONSULTING AGREEMENT

Whereas, CLIENT wishes to engage RPS to perform certain services detailed in Work Orders containing a
project specific scope and cost estimate for professional services. All such services (and any action in
connection with them, including all reports) and any other services undertaken by RPS by way of variation or
addition or otherwise carried out in connection with such services, or the project or subject matter to which
they relate, are referred to as the "SERVICES "

COMPENSATION, BILLING AND PAYMENT

RPS shall submit a monthly statement to the CLIENT setting forth the appropriate billing informatiop.
Payment of the invoice is due within 30 days of receipt, and is not contingent upon payment from a third
party. If CLIENT fails to pay any undisputed invoiced amounts within thirty (30) calendar days of the date of
receipt of invoice, RPS may suspend Its performance or terminate this Agreement without incurring any
liability to CLIENT and without waiving any other claim against CLIENT. Qutstanding balances in excess of

45 days may accrue interest at a rate of 1% In subsequent invoice periods, and project work will cease until
payment is received.

Payment for all SERVICES provided to CLIENT shall be made in US Dollars, If the requirement of any pre-

payment is specified, such pre-payment shall be paid by CLIENT and received by RPS before the
SERVICES commence.

STANDARD OF CARE

The standard of care for all professional services performed or furnished by RPS under this Agreement will
be the skill and care used by members of RPS's profession practicing under similar circumstances at the
same time and in the same locality. RPS makes no representations or warranties, express or implied, under
this Agreement or otherwise, in connection with the SERVICES.

INDEMNITY / LIMITATIONS OF LIABILITY

To the fullest extent permitted by law, each Party agrees to indemnify the other Party and the other Party's
officers, directors, partners, employees, and representatives, from and against losses, damages and
judgments arising from claims by third parties, including reasopable attorneys' fees and expenses
recoverable under applicable law, but only to the extent they are found to be caused by a negligent act, error,
or omission of the indemnifying Party or any of the indemnifying Party's officers, directors, members,
partners, agents, employees, or consultants in the performance of services under this Agreement. If Claims,
Losses, damages or judgments are found to be caused by the joint or concurrent negligence of the Parties,
such claims, losses, damages or judgments shall be borne by each Party in proportion to its negligence. All
warranties, conditions and other terms Implied by statute or common law are, to the fullest extent permitted
by law, excluded from this Agreement.

This Work Order, by and between Espey Consultants, Inc., dba RPS Espey (hereinafter referred to as
"Consultant”) and Barton Springs Edwards Adquifer Conservation Djstrict (hereinafter referred to as
"Client”), provides the following mutually agreed upon covenants and forms a part of the Master
Consulting Agreement between the parties hereto and described on the last page of this Work Order.

SPECIFIC SERVICES & OBLIGATIONS TO BE PROVIDED BY CONSULTANT

List of Services:

Background

The Texas Water Development Board (TWDB) offers grants to political subdivisions for studies and
analyses to evaluate and determine the most feasible alternatives fo meet regional water supply needs,
estimate the costs associated with implementing feasible regional water supply alternatives, and identify
institutional arrangements to provide regional water supply for areas in Texas,

The proposed planning must be regional in nature by inclusion of more than one service area or more
than one political subdivision. Proposed salutions must be consistent with applicable regional or statewide
plans and relevant laws and regulations. TWDB population and demand projections must be used to
determine future needs in the planning process unless adequate justification is provided (and accepted)
for using projections other than the TWDB projections.

TWDB has issued a Request for Applications for the Regional Water Facility Planning grants.
Approximately $400,000 has been initially authorized for Fiscal Year 2015 assistance for regional facility

planning from the Board's Research and Planning Fund. Up to 50 percent funding may be provided to
individual applicants.

The Barton Springs Edwards Aquifer Conservation District (BSEACD) has identified a number of water
supply alternatives and has identified two of those strategies for evaluation of the engineering and
financial feasibility of those strategies. BSEACD has asked RPS to assist in preparing an application for
TWDB matching funds for a regional water supply feasibility study.

Scope of Services

The purpose of this study is to assess the feasibility of two water management strategies with
development of waste-to-energy to supply power to offset the electrical demands of these strategies.

These water management strategies would address potential future water shortages within the Barton
Springs segment of the Edwards Aquifer.

The first strategy considers the development of a desalination facility that would draw water from the
saline portion of the Edwards Aquifer at a location east of IH-35 and generally south of Creedmoor. The
second strategy is development of an ASR for storage of water produced by the desalination facility or
other sources and an assessment of surface and ground water availability for storage. An effective ASR
requires continuous and adequate sources of water to be stored. Sources of water to be considered

include desalination; reclaimed effluent from Buda and Kyle; surface water rights; and ground water from
sources other than the Edwards.

This study will assess the surface and ground water availability, hydrogeological description of the saline
Edwards, delivery scenarios and infrastructure costs, and market for these water management strategies.
Using data developed with the Districts planned construction of multiport monitoring wells, this
assessment will also evaluate potential impacts to the freshwater/saline water interface in the Edwards
formation. Projected costs for desalination and brine disposal will be developed with projections for

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energy production or energy cost offsets from waste to energy generation using landfill gas.

Using available data and surveys of existing users, the study will quantify the existing and future demands
for defined service areas within the District. The efficacy of existing water conservation measures will be
evaluated and used in water demand projections. The feasibility study will include an assessment of
water conservation programs employed by District permittees, including leak detection in retail utility
systems and an evaluation of the legislative and administrative framework of implementing water supply
alternatives.

RPS will prepare the grant application package and supporting information and present the application to
the District for authorization to submit the application to the TWDB. RPS will submit the application to the
TWDB and respond to questions or comments during the TWDB review of the application.

Additional Services

Work performed other than that outlined in the Scope of Services will be considered as Additional
Services and will be billed in accordance with the attached rate schedule. Should Additional Services be
needed, we will contact you for authorization prior to proceeding.

Timelines: The application must be filed with the TWDB prior to 12:00 p.m., January 29, 2015.

Deliverables: six double-sided copies and one digital copy (CD) of a complete regional facility planning
grant application including the required attachments

2014 Permittee of the Year - Sage Hill Inn Above Onion Creek

The Inn Above Onion Creek has undergone many changes in the last couple of years. The
property was purchased by new owners, the name was changed to reflect the Hill Country
landscape, the facilities were expanded and remodeled, extensive native landscaping was
added, and large scale rainwater harvesting was incorporated into the conservation
aspects of the inn grounds. Most notable of all the changes that have taken place is that
the facility has made great improvements in the way they manage their water usage. With
frequent and recurrent drought in the Hill Country many have come to appreciate the
importance and sensitive nature of the local water resources. Soon after taking new
ownership of the Inn, the owners experienced some challenges during their remodeling
efforts with complying with drought curtailments. However, the owners of the Sage Hill
Inn have become more in tune with their water usage and have committed to achieving
compliance during drought and seeking alternative water sources such as rainwater
harvesting. Several thousand gallons of rainwater are collected from the facility structures
and are stored for use in the swimming pool and on the native landscape. They also
encourage their guests to conserve and protect local water resources.

Sage Hill Inn Above Onion Creek has demonstrated their commitment to protecting the
aquifer resource and has proven to be a model permittee in many ways. The staff of the

BSEACD seeks to recognize and commend its efforts by awarding Sage Hill Inn above
Onion Creek “Permittee of the Year” Award.
